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Executive summary
· One problem with recording hate crimes in Sweden is that there isn’t a common definition of hate crimes between the different authorities.
· The government body that gathers statistics on is the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention (Brottsförebygganderådet, Brå). These reports are primarily a statistical summary of the hate crimes reported to the police.
· The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention categories hate crimes according to xenophobic/racist (Afrophobic, anti-Roma), antireligious (Islamophobia, anti-Semitistic or other antireligious motives), homophobic, biphobic, heterophobic and transphobic hate crimes.
· In 2008, the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention (Brå) expanded the scope of hate crimes to include offences between minority groups and offences by minority groups towards majority groups. 
· New hate crime motives were added 2008 such as hate crimes towards Afro-Swedes (Afrophobic hate crimes), Roma (anti-Roma hate crimes) and Transgender (Transphobic hate crimes). 
· In 2009 a total of 5,797 hate crimes were reported to the police by the public of which xenophobic/racist hate crimes amounted to 4116. Xenophobic/racist hate crimes are in majority of all hate crimes (71 percent) in Sweden during 2009. 
· Although racist hate crimes have consistently been in the majority of all reported hate crimes to the police in Sweden, there is still a lack of research in this area compared to other forms of hate crimes such as homophobic hate crimes.
  
· Of the 4116 reported xenophobic/racist hate crimes in 2009, there were 585 reports containing an Afrophobic motive and for anti-Roma motive, they were just fewer than 120 reports identified. The amount of reported antireligious hates crimes in 2009, was 591 cases. Of all reported anti-religious hate crimes in 2009, 42 percent were anti-Semitic, 33 percent were assessed to be Islamophobic, and 25 percent other anti-religious hate crimes. 
· Unlawful threats/molestation is the most common xenophobic/racist hate crime (42 percent) and is also the single most common type of hate crime in reports during 2009.
· In 2009, there were 555 white power ideology motivated hate crimes; the majority of these were xenophobic/racist hate crimes (81 %).
· The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention reported that 97 percent of all the victims of xenophobic/racist hate crimes are the minority groups. The absolute majority of perpetrators of xenophobic/racist hate crimes are the majority groups (77 %) against the minority groups. Only 20 percent of the perpetrators were other minority groups. The least reported xenophobic/ racist hate crimes (4 %) are committed against the majority group, which are people with a Swedish background.

· During 2009, there has been an increased media attention on several incidents of harassment and violations towards Muslims as well as anti-Semitic, afrophobic, and homophobic hate crimes. 
· The existing legislation in Sweden surpasses the Framework Decision 2008/913/JHA and covers, in addition to the criteria in that instrument, sexual orientation as a ground of protection.

· Several existing legal provisions address racist violence and other hate crimes. The criminal provisions on hate speech are found in the two constitutional laws, Freedom of Press (Tryckfrihetsförordningen) and Freedom of Speech (Yttrandefrihetsgrundlagen) Acts and in the Swedish Penal Code Ch. 16 para 8 (Brottsbalken 16:8). 
· Aggravating circumstances concerning common offences with a racist motive,  Chapter 29, section 2 (7) of the Penal Code provides for the racist motives of offenders to be taken into account as an aggravating circumstance when sentencing in cases of criminal acts such as assault, unlawful threat, molestation and inflicting damage. The aggravating circumstances include: ‘a motive for the crime was to aggrieve a person, ethnic group or some other similar group of people by reason of race, colour, national or ethnic origin, religious belief, sexual orientation or other similar circumstance’.

· Sweden has not ratified the Additional Protocol to the Council of Europe Convention on Cybercrime, concerning the criminalisation of acts of a racist and xenophobic nature committed through computer systems.

· Concerning independent police (and related) complaints mechanisms in Sweden there is a special unit, National unit for police cases (Riksenheten för polismål), where the public can register complaints and get these investigated when it comes to all crimes, not only hate crimes, perpetrated by among others police employers. 
· Sweden has been monitored by several inter-governmental organisations  such as CERD,10  the OSCE (ODIHR) and the Council of Europe  bodies  and  institutions  such  as  ECRI.11   One of their concerns is that the Chancellor of Justice rarely prosecute hate speech under the Fundamental Law on Freedom of Expression and the Freedom of the Press Act. 
· Several initiatives have been focused on improving the response of enforcement officers to hate crimes. One of the major initiatives by the Swedish Police Service is the establishment of a Hate Crime Unit in Stockholm.
· To enhance the spread of the EU-MIDIS report, the NGO, Centre against Racism published a press realise and linked to the report on its website and presented the results at the Dialogue conference for NGO’s and Government authorities. 
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D. Desk research

D.1. An overview of the situation concerning hate crime

[3]. 
[4]. In Sweden, statistics on racist violence and hate crimes are compiled in annual reports by the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention (Brottsförebygganderådet, Brå).These reports are primarily a statistical summary of the hate crimes reported to the police. A major change in the definition of hate crimes was made in 2008, when the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention (Brå) expanded the scope of hate crimes to include offences between minority groups and offences by minority groups towards majority groups. New hate crime motives were added such as hate crimes towards Afro-Swedes (Afrophobic hate crimes) and Roma (anti-Roma hate crimes) since these groups emerged as being particularly vulnerable.
[5]. In the report published by the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention in 2010 regarding statistical data of hate crimes during 2009 (Report 2010:12), the number of cases with a xenophobic/racist motive hate crimes amounted to 4116. This is a decrease of about 100 reports compared to 2008.
  
[6]. 
[7]. Racist crime receives relatively little attention compared to for example homophobic hate crimes. Although racist hate crimes have consistently been in the majority of all reported hate crimes to the police in Sweden, there is still a lack of research in this area compared to other forms of hate crimes such as homophobic hate crimes.
 Very few projects and research on racial hate crimes are actually funded by the Crime Victim Compensation and Support Authority. This can be compared to the relatively massive funding that homophobic hate crimes have received.
 This lack of knowledge and funding on racist hate crimes is confirmed by Gudrun Nordborg at the Crime Victim Compensation and Support Authority. She explained that in recent years they have not funded any projects about racial violence and hate crimes.
  
[8]. During 2009, there has been an increased media attention on the reports about Islamophobic and anti-Semitic hate crimes. The media reports and the experience of NGO’s show that Islamophobic hate crimes are increasing in Sweden. NGO’s such as the Sweden's Young Muslims have raised attention to the piles of hate mails and threats they receive on a daily bases. The organization has repeatedly complained about the way the police handle these cases by deciding to discontinue the investigations. 

D.2. Current legislation and developments

[9]. 
[10]. Existing Swedish legislation complies with the provisions of the Framework Decision 2008/913/JHA on combating certain forms and expressions of racism and xenophobia by means of criminal law. The provision on agitation against a national or ethnic group in the Penal Code is the main provision implementing the Framework Decision. The existing legislation in Sweden surpasses the Framework Decision 2008/913/JHA and covers, in addition to the criteria in that instrument, sexual orientation as a ground of protection. The text of the provisions transposing the obligations under the Framework Decision into Swedish law will be transmitted to the Council and the Commission by 28 November 2010, at the latest.


[11]. 
[12]. Several existing legal provisions address racist violence and other hate crimes. Hate speech is forbidden in Sweden, according to the crime agitation against a national or ethnic group.
 This is regarded as a limitation of the constitutionally protected freedom of speech, which makes any changes in the law and all application of it a partly constitutional matter, something that affects interpretation and application of the criminal law. The criminal provisions on hate speech are found in the two constitutional laws, Freedom of Press (Tryckfrihetsförordningen) and Freedom of Speech (Yttrandefrihetsgrundlagen) Acts and in the Swedish Penal Code Ch. 16 para 8 (Brottsbalken 16:8). 
[13]. The Chancellor of Justice is the sole prosecutor in cases concerning offences against the freedom of the press and the freedom of expression. A prerequisite whether the Chancellor of Justice is competent is that the Act on Freedom of Press (TF) is applicable. The Freedom of Press Act is applicable under 1, § 5 to papers that have been made in printing press. 
[14]. The provisions – in constitutional and criminal law – make it a crime to, in any way, to disseminate a message that includes threats or disdain towards a group of people on ground of their, race, colour, nationality, ethnicity, faith or sexual orientation. The penalty is a maximum of two years in prison or fines. A serious crime – consisting of very threatening acts or widespread dissemination and attention – is subject to a minimum of six months in prison and a maximum penalty of four years imprisonment.
[52]. In the same part of the Penal code as hate speech is the crime of unlawful discrimination (Ch 16 para 9)
  on the grounds of race, colour, nationality, ethnicity, faith and sexual orientation. This prohibition is however directed to business-owners and their employees and thus only applicable in the context of public life such as access to restaurants, taxis, theaters etc. Hate-crimes are subject to harsher penalties according to special provisions on sentencing in the Criminal Code. 
[15]. It must first be noted that not only word , written or spoken, are included, but also symbols, actions (e.g. the “Heil Hitler” salute) and clothes can be said to convene a “message” in the meaning of the law (See Supreme Court case NJA 1996 s. 577). 
[16]. The message must have been “disseminated” in one way or another, which preludes criminal responsibility for wholly private conversation between two or a few persons. It is however not any longer so that any message must be made public; it is enough that a more undetermined group of people directly or indirectly receives it. Utterances at a private meeting with a group of more than a few persons attending will generally be covered. It is also worthy of notice that it is not required that the message actually was received by anyone; it is enough that there was a typical risk for such an effect (see for example RH 1998:77). 
[17]. A problematic part of the regulation in practice has been the criminalization of “disdain”, as this leaves a lot of interpretive space for the police, prosecutors and courts. The Courts have, in accordance with the intentions of the Parliament, taken a rather extensive view on what behavior and what expressions that can be said to express disdain on such grounds. (See for example Supreme Court cases NJA 1982 s. 128, NJA 1996 s. 577 and NJA 2006 s. 467) This has resulted in a second problem for the courts, as in some cases the European Convention on Humans Rights (ECHR) Article 10 on freedom of speech has been interpreted as placing obstacles in the way for convictions that would be in accordance with Swedish law.
[18]. Moreover, the Act on Responsibility for Electronic Bulletin Boards
 counteracts agitation against national or ethnic groups and the provision on leading youth astray in the Penal Code counteracts the spread of racist propaganda.
 
[19]. A special note should be made of the fact that as unlawful discrimination is a criminal offence, the burden of proof is upon the prosecutor and the level of certainty demanded by the courts in relation to evidence is high. In practice this means that intentional discrimination can be very hard to prove. 
[20]. Chapter 16, section 12 of the Penal Code provides a complementary provision that penalises the distribution to young people or children of a writing, picture or technical recording which through its content could brutalise or otherwise involve serious danger to the moral nurture of the young. This provision has been used to penalise the distribution of racist propaganda to young people through, for example, the sale of CD recordings, without impediment from the provisions contained in the Fundamental Law on Freedom of Expression.
 

[21]. Chapter 16, section 9 of the Penal Code criminalises discrimination by a person during the conduct of his or her business, or in organising a public assembly or gathering, against another person on the basis of race, colour, national or ethnic affiliation, religious belief or sexual orientation. The provision also applies to those employed in public service or having a public duty. 

[22]. Aggravating circumstances concerning common offences with a racist motive,  Chapter 29, section 2 (7) of the Penal Code provides for the racist motives of offenders to be taken into account as an aggravating circumstance when sentencing in cases of criminal acts such as assault, unlawful threat, molestation and inflicting damage. The aggravating circumstances include: ‘a motive for the crime was to aggrieve a person, ethnic group or some other similar group of people by reason of race, colour, national or ethnic origin, religious belief, sexual orientation or other similar circumstance’.

[23]. The other types of crimes that have been categorised as hate crimes due to a hate crime motive are unlawful threats/harassment, violent crimes including those that lead to death, assault and battery and violence to civil servants, graffiti and property damage.

[24]. Finally, the Sweden has yet not ratified the Additional Protocol to the Council of Europe Convention on Cybercrime, concerning the criminalisation of acts of a racist and xenophobic nature committed through computer systems.
 On November 23, 2001 Sweden signed the Council of Europe Convention on Cybercrime and in January 28, 2003 the Additional Protocol to this. A memorandum that deals with the issue whether the Convention and Protocol should be ratified by Sweden submitted a proposal about the necessary legislative changes required to satisfy the requirements in the Convention (Ds 2005:6).
 The memorandum suggests that Sweden should ratify the Convention and the Additional Protocol. The government has not yet given its opinion about the memorandum. 
[25]. 
D.3. Official data and information on racist and related hate crimes
D.3.1. Overview of official government/criminal justice data on racist crime 

[26]. 
[27]. The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention (Brå) gathers and spreads information regarding criminality and crime prevention measures. The National Council for Crime Prevention also does research and promotes local crime prevention work.
 The law enforcement bodies such as the Police Service and the Swedish Prosecution Authority also record cases of hate crimes.  Although several institutions collect hate crime data, there are differences in the kind of data collected. In most cases the disparities are in the approach between law enforcement and the prosecutors’ offices. Since there is not a general definition of what constitutes a hate crime, there are also differences between data collected by NGOs and national bodies. 
[28]. The Crime Victim Compensation and Support Authority is responsible for assessing state compensation, administering the Fund for Victims of Crime and acting as an expert centre. If an offender cannot pay damages or is unknown, and if there is no insurance to cover damages, the crime victim may be entitled to criminal injuries compensation.
 
[29]. In Sweden, hate crimes motivated by xenophobia/racism (Afrophobic, anti-Roma), antireligion (Islamophobia, anti-Semitism or other antireligious motives), homophobia, biphobia, heterophobia and transphobia are accounted for as hate crimes.

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D.3.1.1. 
D.3.1.2. Incidents/complaints reported by the public
[35]. In June 2010 statistical data regarding hate crimes during 2009 was published by Brottsförebyggande rådet (Brå) [The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention]. A total of 5,797 hate crimes were reported to the police by the public.
(See annex 1, table 1.1). Of the reported hate crimes, 4,116 were motivated by xenophobia/ racism which are approximately 100 less reported incidents than the previous year. Xenophobic/racist hate crimes are the most prominent category and stands for 71 percent of all hate crimes in Sweden during 2009.
 (See annex 1, table 1.2). Unlawful threats/molestation is the most common xenophobic/racist hate crime (42 percent) and is also the single most common type of hate crime in reports during 2009. (See annex 1, table 1.2).
[36]. Of the 4,116 xenophobic/racist hate  reported by the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention 585 reports contained an Afrophobic motive, which  represents a reduction by 176 incidents since 2008 (See annex 1, Table 1.4). For hate crimes with an anti-Roma motive, they were just fewer than 120 reports identified which represent a reduction by 62 incidents since 2008. (See annex 1, Table 1.5).  The amount of reported antireligious hates crimes in 2009, was 591 cases (see annex 1, Table 1.1).  Of all reported anti-religious hate crimes in 2009, 42 percent were anti-Semitic, 33 percent were assessed to be Islamophobic, and 25 percent other anti-religious hate crimes.

(See annex 1, Table 1.1). 
[37]. Unlawful threats and molestation represent 36 per cent of all Afrophobic hate crimes reported, which makes this the most common crime category. Violent crime (26 per cent) and defamation (19 per cent) are the next most common types of crime. The smallest crime categories for this motive are unlawful discrimination (2 per cent) (see annex 1, Table 1.4).
[38]. For anti-Roma hate crimes unlawful threats and molestation represent 44 per cent of all anti-Roma hate crimes reported, which makes this the most common crime category. Typical for this motive is unlawful discrimination as a type of crime that occurs commonly (19 per cent). Defamation (12 per cent) and violent crime (10 per cent) are the next most common types of crime. Criminal damage (3 per cent) is less common (see annex 1, Table 1.5). 
[39]. Reported Anti-religious hate crimes (Islamophobic, anti-Semitic and other antireligious hate crimes) by Brå, show that the crimes committed are often cases of vandalism of premises linked to religion, such as mosques, synagogues, churches or cemeteries, but also harassment of persons because of their religious faith. In 2009, there were 591 reports identified as containing an anti-Religious motive. Of all reported anti-Religious hate crimes, 42 percent were anti-Semitic, 33 percent were assessed to be Islamophobic, 25 percent other anti-religious hate crimes.

(See annex 1, Table 1.1, Table 1.6 and Table 1.7). 
[40]. For anti-Semitic hate crimes, violence against a person is the most common hate crime, followed by agitation against ethnic groups which is more common in anti-Semitic hate crimes than in other hate crimes (see annex 1, Table 1.6). 

[41]. For Islamophobic hate crimes violence against a person is also the most common hate crime followed by agitation against ethnic groups (see annex 1, Table 1.7). Criminal damage/graffiti is more common in other antireligious hate crimes compared with other hate crimes.
[42]. In 2009, there were 555 white power ideology motivated hate crimes; the majority of these were xenophobic/racist hate crimes (81 %). The most common crimes reported were criminal damage/graffiti (35 %) and agitation against ethnic group (37 %). This means that a total of 6 percent of all hate crime can be linked to a national socialist organisation or right-wing extremist group. 

D.3.1.3. Looking at the gender suspects of hate crime, men make up the majority (80 %). Women are more often subjected to xenophobic/ racist hate crimes. Young people are overrepresented, both as victims and as suspects of hate crimes. The locations that are common to be subjected to hate crimes are one’s home, place of work, school and in public places. 

D.3.1.4. The proportion of perpetrators that were customers, clients or service personnel was higher for crimes motivated by xenophobia/ racism that it was for other motives.

D.3.1.5. Incidents/complaints recorded by the police

[45]. From 2008, it is mandatory for the police authorities to indicate in a new field in 
RAR (rational notification routine) whether a crime is a suspected hate crime or not. RAR is a system where criminal offenses and events are recorded. The method that Brå uses for identifying hate crime is based on searches and the examination of the narrative text included in the reports to the police.

[46]. This means that the incidents/crimes recorded by the police are equivalent to the number of complaints received. It is therefore important that the police register the relevant information in the report made by the victim.
[47]. One problem with recording hate crimes in Sweden is that there isn’t a common definition of hate crimes between the different authorities. Brå has reported that 
[48]. in the majority of incidents marked by the police, Brå could not identify a hate crime motive. The police authorities marked 8,460 incidents, of which Brå had identified approximately 2,500 as hate crimes. When the reports from the police authorities are compared with material from Brå, it emerges that 44 percent (about 930) of the cases marked by the police in Stockholm County agree with the incidents identified as hate crime by Brå. 
[49]. The results indicate that the most common types of crime where the police authorities and Brå both classified the incident as a hate crime in 2009 were unlawful threat and molestation, crime of violence, and agitation against an ethnic group (38 per cent, 23 per cent and 14 per cent respectively).
Looking at the regional distribution of hate crimes reported by the counties just more than one third (1,788 reports) of all hate crimes in 2009 were identified in Stockholm County. Even when taking differences in populations into account, Stockholm County has the most identified reports with hate crime motives (89 per 100,000 average population). One explanation may be that the Stockholm County Police continued its efforts against hate crime in 2009. 
[50]. In 2009, Stockholm, Gothenburg and Malmö counties were responsible for almost a quarter of all hate crime reports (just over 1,450 reports out of just less 5,800). Two thirds of these reports were identified in Stockholm. After taking differences in population into account, the largest number of reports was drawn up in Stockholm, followed by Malmö and then Gothenburg (112, 86 and 56 per 100,000 respectively). The lowest number of hate crime reports per inhabitant was identified in Halland County (33 reports per 100,000 inhabitants). In Västra Götaland, which has relatively few reported hate crimes, the police report that no work has been carried out on projects relating to hate crimes in 2009.
[51]. The Hate Crime Unit at the Stockholm City Police District reported that xenophobic/racist hate crimes were 162 complaints which are 74 percent of all hate crimes during 2009. For homophobic hate crimes they were 54 complaints (24 percent) and for antireligious hate crimes 4 cases (2 percent).
 Offences with a xenophobic motive are by far the predominant type of crime. The Stockholm City Police District has a slightly higher proportion of crimes with homophobic motive than the rest of the country which could be due to increased reporting propensity and a higher proportion of establishments that are LGBT-related.

D.3.1.6. Cases recorded by the prosecution service/courts


[54]. A 27-year-old man who hung a swastika flag on the facade of his home was prosecuted for incitement to racial hatred on 20 May 2010 at the Örebro district court. The flag was visible to all that passed on the street and even from neighbouring properties. The Chancellor of Justice noted that the flag is a printed document in the sense of press freedom. The Flag conveys through its content and appearance of a message expressing threats against or contempt for an ethnic group or another similar group of people with particular reference to race, color, national or ethnic origin. The man is according to the Chancellor of Justice responsible as the spreader of the flag’s content. The Chancellor of Justice claims in his lawsuit that the seizure of the flag will remain until a final decision is made.
(See annex 2). 
[55]. The chairman of the racist Skåne Party circulated a poster depicting the Prophet Muhammad with his nine year old wife. On the 18 May 2010 the Chancellor of Justice decided to prosecute the man at Malmo district court. In the lawsuit, the Chancellor of Justice argued that the man spread a printed letter in the form of a poster bearing the words "wife of Mohammed '," he 53 and she  9 "and" Are these the kind of weddings we want to see in Skåne?" illustrated with a picture of a naked man holding a similarly naked girl in his hand. The Chancellor of Justice says that the printed script in its content conveys a message that expresses contempt for an ethnic group or another such group of people, in this case, people with a Muslim faith. The spread has been through the man, who is the chairman of a xenophobic party, who published it on a square in Malmo.The chancellor of Justice instructed a deputy chief prosecutor in Malmo to carry out the indictment.
(See Annex 2). 
[56]. On 16 June 2010, the publisher of the website of the extreme right organisation National resistance website was sentenced for agitation against ethnic groups. The Stockholm district court judged the publisher to two months in prison for defamation. The man was a former editor of the national resistance website:  www.patriot.nu and in the meantime published several articles on the website which led to the Chancellor of Justice to bring criminal charges against the man. In an article entitled 'Keep Sweden clean" a picture was attached to the article showing a Star of David that had been thrown in a waste paper bin. In another article someone commented that "We must teach the foreigners to swim in their own blood" and further in another article Hitler was praised. The district court found that the man in his role as the publisher was guilty of incitement to racial hatred. The punishment was imprisonment since the articles on the website had been there for over two years and the man had previously been convicted of incitement to racial hatred.
 (See annex 2). 
[57]. Other hate incidents/crimes/cases
[58]. In 2009, the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention reported that 1,060 hate crimes were identified as motivated by the victim’s sexual orientation. Of these, just fewer than 1,040 had a homophobic motive. Every fourth homophobic, biphobic or heterophobic hate crime is a violent crime. Compared to 2008, hate crimes because of sexual orientation is at approximately the same level as last year. The most common homo/bi/heterophobic hate crimes are unlawful threat and molestation, followed by violent crime and defamation. The least common is unlawful discrimination. This distribution of homophobic hate crime has been stable for the past six years. Homophobic violent crime is often committed in the victim’s own home, and the perpetrator is usually unknown to the victim (See annex 1, Table 1.3).
From 2008, Transphobic hate crimes are included in the statistics from the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention (Brå). “Transgender persons” refers to persons with transgender identity (the gender people feel they are) or gender expression. Hate crimes against transgender persons are not included under hate crimes motivated by sexual orientation, as a transgender person can be homosexual, bisexual or heterosexual. In 2009, 30 reports were identified as having a transphobic motive as their primary offence, which are 16 more incidents than the previous year. Transphobic hate crimes are the lowest reported hate crimes during 2008 and 2009. In the majority of reports, the transphobic hate crime is aimed against persons who have had a sex change and, as a result, have been subjected to a hate crime by the perpetrator attacking the victim using violence, harassment or carrying out criminal damage to a victim’s home and property.
[59]. In the Swedish Crime Survey (SCS), a sample of the population is asked about their feelings of exposure to around 10 types of crime. For the following categories of crime: mugging, assault, threats and harassment, the SCS poses the follow-up question of whether there might have been a xenophobic motive behind the offence. In total, the results from the SCS 2008 show that 1.2 per cent of the population (16–79 years) of Sweden, which represents approximately 83,000 persons, answered that they had been subjected to hate crime with xenophobic motives during 2007.

[60]. The results from SCS 2009 describes self-reported exposure to crime motivated by homophobia as being lower than that motivated by xenophobia/ racist crime.

D.4. Trends in racist and related hate crime

E. In Sweden, several studies have pointed out that immigrants and persons born in Sweden, who have foreign born parents, are subject to greater levels of racism and discrimination.
  Among the immigrant group, immigrants/descendents from the Middle East and Africa are the targets of Islamophobia and/or Afrophobia. Other vulnerable groups of racist and religious hate crimes are the Roma and the Jewish community.
F. It is also important to point out that Brottsförebyggande rådet (BRÅ) [the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention], which functions as the Swedish Government’s body of expertise within the judicial system, has with effect from 2006 been given responsibility for maintaining statistics related to what is termed ‘hate crimes’.
G. The number of xenophobic/racist hate crimes in 2005 where reported to be 2272. The anti-Semitic hate crimes were 111 and for the homophobic hate crimes the number was 563. Säpo recorded that 735 hate crimes were connected to white power ideology. In total the number of all hate crimes during 2005 was 3, 681 which were considered to have been submitted to the police. In 2005, Islamophobic hate crimes were not recorded as a category.
(See annex 1, Table 1.1). 
[70]. In June 2007 statistical data regarding hate crimes in 2006 was published by the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention. According to the Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention a total of 2,575 hate crimes with xenophobic, anti-Semitic or Islamophobic motives were reported during 2006. Of these crimes 2,189 crimes had xenophobic motives, 252 crimes Islamophobic motives and 134 crimes anti-Semitic motives. New for this year’s statistical report on hate crimes was that crimes with Islamophobic motives were presented in a specific category. In addition there were 684 complaints classified as hate crimes that had a homophobic motive. Thus a total of 3,259 hate crime complaints were considered to have been submitted to the police.
(See annex 1, Table 1.1).   

H. In July 2008, Brottsförebyggande Rådet (Brå) [The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention] published statistical data regarding hate crimes during 2007 (Report 2008:15). In 2007, hate crimes with xenophobic, anti-Semitic or Islamophobic motives were identified in  3,536 police crime reports, which represents an increase of 8 percent by comparison with the previous year.

[71]. In 2008, Brå changed the definition of hate crimes and the method for gathering information from the narratives of reports to the police. The new hate crime definition includes offences between minority groups and offences by minority groups towards majority groups. New subordinate motives to xenophobic/racist hate crime motives were added such as hate crimes towards Afro-Swedes (Afrophobic hate crimes) and Roma (anti-Roma hate crimes). These victim groups emerged as being particularly vulnerable.

[72]. The kind of xenophobia/racism that afro-Swedes experience in the Swedish society is based on their ethnic background, skin colour and nationality.
 These violations are reported by Brå as expressed through graffiti on front doors saying “ape”, defamation by being called “nigger” or being exposed to assault in a market because of skin colour. Although afrophobic hate crimes are a growing concern in Sweden, there is still lack of knowledge about the exposure of Afro-Swedes to hate crime and discrimination.
 
[73]. Roma in Sweden are subjected to defamation by being called “gypsy” or by being subjected to unlawful discrimination by being refused entry into shops because of their origin. Although the victimization of Roma is increasing, there is still lack of knowledge about the exposure of Roma to hate crime and discrimination. 

[74]. Since Afrophobic and Anti-Roma hate crimes are new categories, there is only data since 2008. These categories are although presented separately by Brå, still a sub-category to xenophobic/racist hate crimes and therefore not always made visible in the statistics. It is of importance that Anti-Roma and Afrophobic hate crimes are presented in the same way as for example the equally new category Transphobic hates crimes.
[75]. Looking at trends in victimization over time can be difficult since the definition of hate crimes was changed in 2008. It is Brå’s view that it is not possible to directly compare the levels for all hate crimes and xenophobic/racist hate crimes with previous years. 
[76]. In the course of 2008, hate crime motives were identified in about 5,895 police offence reports which was an increase from 2007. Very few transphobic hate crimes were reported, only 14 police reports. 
 
[77]. In 2009, Brå reported that 4,224 hate crimes in 2008 were motivated by xenophobia/ racism which is just over 1,700 more reports than the previous year. This increase was explained by Brå due to the change of definition during 2008.
 In 2010, Brå reported that in 2009 the number of reported xenophobic/racist hate crimes had decreased from 2008 with approximately 100 incidents to 4,116 hate crimes. 
 
[78]. The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention reported that 97 percent of all the victims of xenophobic/racist hate crimes are the minority groups. The absolute majority of perpetrators of xenophobic/racist hate crimes are the majority groups (77 %) against the minority groups. Only 20 percent of the perpetrators were other minority groups. The least reported xenophobic/ racist hate crimes (4 %) are committed against the majority group, which are people with a Swedish background.

H.1. Independent police (and related) complaints mechanisms

[81]. 
In Sweden there is a special unit, National unit for police cases (Riksenheten för polismål), where the public can register complaints and get these investigated when it comes to all crimes, not only racist incidents/crimes, perpetrated by the people mentioned below. The National unit for police cases was established on 1 of January 2005. The unit handles the following cases among others:  

· cases of crimes of police employees, 

· cases of crimes of  public prosecutors or other employees of the public prosecutor’s office, with certain exceptions, 

· cases of crimes relating to offences outside the service perpetrated by certain types of judges, 

· cases of crimes perpetrated by certain types of judges, 

· cases relating to crimes perpetrated by members of Parliament and speaker of the Parliament, 

[82]. When it comes to other State officials (including immigration, customs and border officials) there is no specific mechanism for the public to turn to. The police and prosecutors working with these cases at the prosecutors’ office and at the police force have special education.
    
[83]. 
[84]. The National unit for police cases is a national operating unit within the public prosecutor's Office and is thus distinct from the police. The unit is physically separate from the ordinary activities of the public prosecutor's Office. If in a declaration to the police there has been alleged that an employee of the police is guilty of an offence in connection with the work or any other way, acted improperly in its exercise, the case shall immediately be forwarded to the Prosecutor (National unit for polis cases) for review of preliminary investigation to be opened or not. When it comes to declarations regarding employees within the police has committed crimes that are not related with work, these are also to be forwarded to the Prosecutor in respect of the testing of preliminary investigation to be opened or not. Decision to close down a preliminary investigation is made by the Prosecutor. The Prosecutor directs the investigation and implements this with the help of the police on internal investigative unit (a special unit totally separated from the local police authority from the 1 of January 2011). Prosecutors who work at The National unit for police cases are prosecutors with extensive experience and they are appointed by the Attorney-General.

H.2. Unofficial data and information on racist and related hate crimes

[88]. Swedish TV channel TV4 refused to broadcast a campaign advert by the far-right Sweden Democrats because it claims it contains racial hatred. The half-minute advert shows a race in which an elderly woman with a walker is chased by a group of burqa-clad women pushing prams with a slogan promising to safeguard pension funding at the expense of immigration. The TV4 CEO argued that it is quite clear those who watch the clip, together with the text, images and sound, very clearly see a group portrayed as intimidating and aggressive. The group is very easily identifiable, belonging to a religion, dressed in a certain way and attacking another group. The ad is therefore against the constitution act on freedom of speech that prohibits hate speech.

[89]. The anti-discrimination agencies are among NGO’s that receive reports about racist violence. The anti-discrimination agency in Helsingborg reported a case whereby a 10 year old Roma boy was the victim of verbal threats and abusive behavior. The boy was constantly harassed and physically violated because of his Roma background. The school denied the incidents and didn’t take any measures. The case was later reported to the Equality Ombudsman.

[90]. Notable incidents that received a lot of public/media attention during 2009 and 2010 have been related to Islamophobic and ant-Semitic hate crimes.  The media and the NGO’s have drawn attention to the increasing Islamophobia and anti-Semitism. The NGO, Sweden's Young Muslims have raised attention to the racist and Islamophobic hate mails and threats they receive on a daily. Despite several attempts to have the perpetrators investigated and prosecuted, the police have repeatedly decided to discontinue the investigations.
 
[91]. The antidiscrimination agency in Örebro has also received similar death threats and they too have raised attention to the lack of investigation into these cases by the police authorities.

[92]. Several incidents of harassment and violations towards Muslims were reported, among these the case of an Imam in Malmö that was shot at through a window.
 But the most reported incident in the Swedish Media on Islamophobia is related to an article published by the newspaper Aftonbladet. In the article, Jimmie Åkesson, head of the far-right Sweden Democrats claimed that Islam is the biggest threat to Sweden since World War II. According to Åkesson,”more than ten Muslim terrorist organizations have established themselves in Sweden. He argues  that Muslim men are highly overrepresented among the perpetrators.
 Several NGO’s reacted against the space that the Swedish Democrats were given by Aftonbladet to express and spread Islamophobia. The anti-racist organization Centre against Racism (Centrum Mot Rasism) reacted by calling on the Chancellor of Justice to examine whether the statements made by Åkesson were tantamount to agitation against Muslims. The Chancellor of Justice disagreed and a preliminary investigation was never made.

[93]. During 2009 several cases of damages towards Jewish buildings and sites were reported in Malmö, a city in southern Sweden. Members of the Jewish community expressed the worry for their children not feeling safe at their pre-schools and Jewish families decided in quantities to leave Malmö in order to escape persecution and harassment.
 
[94]. Another heated debate in the Media during 2009, regarded the racism that was exposed within the Swedish police force.  The police were caught on a surveillance video using racist language in December 2008 during a riot in the immigrant dense suburb, Rosengård.  The police were filmed calling immigrant youth” damn little apes”. Later it was also revealed that fictitious names such as “Negro Niggersson” and “Oskar Nigger” were used by the police force in Skåne [Southern Sweden] during an internal education course. These Incidents caused outrage among NGO’s, politicians, and the public. The police men were reported to the Equality Ombudsman and to the Parliamentary Ombudsman [Justitieombudsmannnen] by among others, the NGO Afro-Swedish for equality [Jämlikhet för Afrosvenskar]. The Chief District Prosecutor initiated a preliminary investigation against the police according to The Act on Persecution of Minority Groups (Lagen om hets mot folkgrupp).

H.3. Other sources

In the ODHIR recent report on Hate crimes in the OSCE region
 Sweden was one of the few countries that submitted figures on crimes against Muslims and Roma during 2008. According to the ODHIR report, official monitoring of hate crimes against Roma in the OSCE region is limited. Ten participating States reported collecting data on hate crimes against Roma or Sinti. Only Sweden submitted statistics on hate crimes in 2008 against Roma. 
[99]. In the recent report from the CERD, 
 concern was raised about the increased reports about racially motivated hate crimes and the spread of white power music and propaganda. The Committee recommended that: The State party should intensify its efforts to prevent, combat, and prosecute racially motivated offences and hate speech and to ensure that relevant criminal law provisions and existing policy directives are effectively implemented”. In addition, the Committee recommended that “. “The State party should introduce a common definition of hate crime to be used by all the authorities involved in combating such crimes.” 
[100]. 

[101]. In En nationell handlingsplan för de mänskliga rättigherna 2006-2009 [A Swedish National Action Plan for Human Rights 2006-2009] several government authorities and national non-governmental organisations expressed their concern over the fact that the complaint procedures in regard to unlawful discrimination are too long and that so few cases of unlawful discrimination lead to prosecution.
 In Sweden’s seventeenth and eighteenth report to the UN Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination (CERD) the Swedish government explains possible reasons for why so few cases of unlawful discrimination lead to legal action. The reasons stated by the government in this report are that it can be difficult to prove that the specific intent of the perpetrator is to discriminate, that the reported crimes are not unlawful discrimination within the meaning of the criminal code and that the parties reach private agreements after a police report has been filed.
 
[102]. The latest ECRI report on Sweden
 which was released in 2005 contains some valuable recommendations concerning the two constitutional laws regulating the exercise of freedom of expression in the media. 
[103]. ECRI notes that Chancellor of Justice rarely prosecute hate speech under the Fundamental Law on Freedom of Expression and the Freedom of the Press Act.
 
[104]. The recommendations from ECRI to the Swedish authorities is that they should ensure that “hate speech disseminated through means of communication covered by the Fundamental Law on Freedom of Expression and the Freedom of the Press Act is effectively countered. In this respect, ECRI draws the attention of the Swedish authorities to its General Policy Recommendation No. 7, where it recommends that the constitution “should provide that the exercise of freedom of expression […] may be restricted with a view to combating racism”.

H.4. Good practices and initiatives

[108]. Institutional improvements, one initiative can be mentioned. The National Police Board and the Swedish Prosecution Authority completed a joint project aimed at improving the early identification and recording of hate crimes.

[109]. In another Swedish initiative, authorities, in co-operation with NGOs, worked to empower Roma and to improving reporting of hate crimes to police.
[110]. Other projects centered on support for victims. The Crime Victim Fund distributed grants in 2008 for projects to raise awareness or improve the situation of victims of hate crimes.
[111]. Several initiatives have been focused on improving the response of enforcement officers to hate crimes. One of the major initiatives by the Swedish Police Service is the establishment of a Hate Crime Unit in Stockholm which started as a project in 2007 to combat hate crimes in the city of Stockholm but is now a permanent organisation. Six investigators are now working full-time, has continued its work. They are specialists on investigating and receiving reports that are hate crime related.  Its aim is to ensure that investigations of hate crimes are pursued swiftly and actively and to ensure that special investigators are available to investigate hate crimes at the scene of the crime at all hours.
  Furthermore, the aim is to assess how local police handle hate crimes; holding outreach and training events. Some of the activities during 2009-2010 has been conducting workshop to inform LGBT groups about how hate crimes are investigated; and conducting a survey in Skåne County to assess the level of knowledge of hate crimes among police staff. 

[112]. The Hate Crime Unit has continued to evolve. From October 2009, there are hate crime coordinators in each district. They serve as contact persons together with the Hate Crime Unit and the County Bureau of Investigation, working with coordination, monitoring, and method development and providing information on hate crimes.
 At the Hate Crime, six policemen including a squad leader, a preliminary investigator and four investigators are employed.
 
[113]. During 2009-2010 the Police Service has been trained about LGBT, discrimination and hate crimes legislation. In 2009, 59 people participated in the Authority's Rules leadership introduction. It includes sections on prevention and combating discrimination, harassment and victimization in the workplace. The candidates who were employed in the Authority in 2009 have had the opportunity to take part in the web based education about LGBT hate crimes during their trainee period. The web-based education about LGBT hate crimes was sought and implemented by the Police Service in 2008.
 Although this is a good example in combating hate crimes, there is still lack of similar educational measures for the Police service about racist and xenophobic hate crimes.  
[114]. During 2010, the Hate Crime Unit has participated in a project to provide information on the Internet in collaboration with RFSL - Riksförbundet för homosexuellas, bisexuellas och transpersoners rättigheter (RFSL—The Swedish Federation for Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender Rights),   and others. The project targets young people and the Hate Crime Unit will be answering questions via live chat.

H.5. 
Reference to EU-MIDIS

The results from EU-MIDIS have been referred to during the Dialogue Conference- Respect and Tolerance organised by the National Board of Youth Affairs
 and Sensus
, which works with adult education. The conference took place on the 4 June 2010 in Stockholm with about 150 participants. The aim of the conference was to gather individuals, organizations and agencies that work with issues about racism, discrimination and intolerance to have a full day of knowledge, meetings and dialogues. The open dialogues between the civil society organizations, the state and authorities were supposed to engage the participants in to see and respect all the work done and understand the connections. Through sharing experiences, building networks and developing methods and tools to facilitate the work against racism, discrimination and intolerance. The lessons from the conference included the continuation of dialogue on network and method development meetings organized by the Centre against Racism and the National Youth Board. 
One of the lectures was called “What can we learn from Europe??” and was presented by Victoria Kawesa, Senior Researcher at the Centre against Racism. She presented the results from the EU-MIDIS to show the similarities and differences between EU Member States work against racism, discrimination and intolerance. An in-depth discussion of the EU-MIDIS was later continued in a workshop called Discrimination, racism and tolerance from an EU perspective. In conclusion, the lessons learnt during the dialogue conference from the EU-MIDIS report is that it is a good base for conducting empirical quantitative and qualitative research about discrimination, racism and intolerance.
 
[119]. To enhance the spread of the EU-MIDIS report, the NGO, Centre against Racism published a press realise and linked to the report on its website.
